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Marshalling Arrangements
All crews must read these arrangements before racing.
· 
Please marshal between the Railway Bridge and the bus shelter, on the towpath side at least 30 minutes before your division time. 
· 
Row down to the Plough Reach in your division when told to by marshals. There you will be asked to spin and pull in to the bank.

· 
The first boat listed in each pair will row on the non-towpath side, the second on the towpath side. You will be paired up by the marshal and told to row up to the start. 

· 
Race!

· 
After crossing the finish line, continue rowing at light pressure. The winning crew should marshal at the P&E and await instruction about the next race. The losing crew should return home. In the event of a draw (the crews ending within 2 feet of each other), the crews will be told to pull in and wait until the end of the division to return to the start and re-row the race.

New Course for the final

Crews will be marshalled at the half way point of the normal course, facing in opposite directions. Keeping to their station they will row towards one end of the course, spin moving on to the opposite station and race back to the start/finish line. Crews who do not keep to their station will be asked to ‘hold it up’ and will be automatically disqualified.
