Instructions for Marshals in Bumping Races


The marshalling rota has been sent to all College Captains – note that failure to provide a marshal attracts a fine of £15 in the first instance, going up to £30, £45 and £60 for repeat offences. The rota has been drawn up without putting people in specific places, so as to avoid situations where there are no marshals at Chesterton for example, but 2 at the Plough. As such, the 8 marshalling slots have been listed in order of priority, and the duties are outlined below. Marshals must sign in at the Control Desk 5 minutes before their slot – putting their College next to the marshalling location that they’ve gone to. Failure to do so will be taken to mean that no marshal has been provided.

1) Railway Bridge 1

· Stop all cyclists and check that they have a Bank Pass – if they don’t have one, they must leave their bikes and continue on foot

· Women’s Bottom Finish (upstream side of the bridge) - crew 10 may continue to chase crew 9 to Top Finish if they choose to.

· Watch for bumps (note that it is a stern finish) and instruct crews to wind down once they’re over the line

· One Practice start is allowed (if we are running to time) – bank party must count down from 10, no higher - note crews who ignore this

· Ensure practice starts do not hold up division

2) Chesterton 1

· Help the SU pull crews into the bank when marshalling. Note that the sandwich boat generally pulls in on the P&E side, everyone else in station order from beyond Chesterton footbridge downstream.

· Men’s Divisions: Follow boats 1-10 between P&E and Chesterton Foot Bridge on the opposite side from the towpath. Watch for close bumps (there will be an SU with you)

One radio-equipped Chesterton Marshal will be deployed either on the bridge itself, or upstream of the bridge, to provide advance warning of other downstream river traffic, and to initiate communication with them to ensure that the course is not entered without permission

3) Plough Reach

· One Practice start is allowed in this area (if we are running to time) – bank party must count down from 10, no higher - note crews who ignore this

· Ensure practice starts do not hold up division

4) Grassy 1

· Check that all cyclists have Bank Passes – no pass, no cycling (unless it’s a member of the public!)

· Once a division is underway, keep the towpath clear of spectators to prevent bike/pedestrian crashes

5) Peter’s Posts/Morley’s Holt 1

· Stand at Peter’s Posts for women’s divisions (their Top Finish) and Morley’s Holt for men’s divisions (their Bottom Finish)

· Men at Morley’s Holt: Boat 10 may either stop here, or continue to chase crew 9 if it chooses to.

· Watch for bumps and instruct crews rowing over to wind down once STERN has passed the finish line

6) Chesterton 2/3

· As Chesterton 1

7) Railway Bridge 2

· As Railway Bridge 1

8) Peter’s Posts/Morley’s Holt 2

· As Peter’s Posts/Morley’s Holt 1
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
