INSTRUCTIONS FOR STATIC UMPIRES

Before each division starts, the Static Umpires will be called by radio before the 4 and 1 minute guns by the CU/DCU. This call is to confirm that the river is clear of moving vessels (e.g. barges) within their range of view before the division is started. Control desk will likewise be called.

The only role of the Static Umpire during a racing division is to respond to an emergency stop command by setting off the siren built in to the megaphone.

The command to halt a division will ONLY be given by the Chief Umpire or one of his Deputies.  

The command to sound the stop signal will be:

This is {Pete, Ian, John, Kipper}, CHECKMATE, CHECKMATE, CHECKMATE, at {Ditch, First Post, Grassy}

On hearing this command the appropriate Static Umpire (ie the one at the position identified in the command call) and those downstream of that point, where appropriate, should immediately sound the megaphone siren, with the megaphone facing downstream.  The siren should be left operating until the division has stopped.

The SU/JUs accompanying the crews will deal with the boats involved.
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
