MAYS 2008 - INSTRUCTIONS FOR SU AT CONTROL POINT

Marshals

All Marshals must be issued with CUCBC tabards.

Marshals on duty at the Railway Bridge and Grassy must be reminded that they must not impede members of the general public using the towpath.

Marshals should report to Control the College of any member of the University refusing to show their bank pass or obey instructions.

JUs

All JUs should be issued with CUCBC tabards, a throwline, a space blanket and a megaphone. Radios will be issued if sufficient available.

They should be instructed to identify themselves to their SU when they reach the start.

SUs

All SUs should be issued with CUCBC tabards – even if wearing CUCBC kit, a radio, a megaphone, a throwline, a spaceblanket and a fines book.

They should be instructed to hand completed fine sheets to Control and to hand the book over to any SU taking over from them, or return it to Control when they go off duty.  Proposed fines should NOT be transmitted over the radio.

All fine books must be handed in at the end of the days racing.

Static Umpires

All static umpires should be issued with a set of instructions, a radio, a megaphone (siren enabled) and a CUCBC tabard.
